In this second online volume of the journal ‘EIRINI/ Young Scholar Studies on Gender’
we publish four research and one opinion articles, all of which engage with Gender Studies,
while approaching the theme from different branches of the social sciences and humanities: from
Literary criticism Anthropology of Art, Economics, Social and Legal Sciences. In this sense, an
interdisciplinary approach to gendered experience(s) emerges, which we believe contributes to
highlighting and critically commenting on gendered relations of power, independent of the
distinctive methodological and disciplinary starting point.

Specifically, Giorgos Mouftoglou, in his article entitled, ““The problem with the name’
of Sylvia Plath: the Struggles of Second-wave Feminism in the Poetry of Sylvia Plath”, begins
from the fundamental problematic of second-wave feminism: that “Personal is political”’. From
this starting point, Mouftoglou attempts to connect certain of poems of Sylvia Plath with the
“problem that has no name”, a concept propounded by the feminist author Betty Friedan, a
prominent-representative of second-wave feminism.

Maria Papanikou, in her article, “Autobiographical Discourse in 19"-20" century
Painting: Sophia Laskaridou and Thalia Flora-Karavia”, focuses on these two painters, who were
active in Greece, as well as abroad. Adopting an anthropological perspective, Papanikou takes

advantage of the two artists’ autobiographical discourses in order to explore the processes by
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which female subjectivity was constituted in the male-dominated artistic sphere of the 19™-20"
century.

From the vantage point of economics, Eleni Siapikoudi analyzes the recent experience
of the COVID-19 pandemic in conjunction with the gender pay gap in Southeast Europe. She
engages with existing bibliography, data and official reports from relevant international
organizations and the European Union in order to address her research question. She observes
that the gender wage gap has not been significantly altered in recent years; nevertheless, the
changes implemented in the work place with the arrival of the pandemic exacerbated existing
circumstances in the gendered labor environment.

In our next contribution, Maria-Panagiota Moraiti takes her inspiration from the
#MceToo movement to investigate the issue of psycho-social consequences of workplace
harassment, placing particular emphasis on post-traumatic stress. Conversing with the existing
scholarship on the issue, she concludes by associating sexual harassment in the workplace with
various religious, sexual and gendered identities.

Finally, Eleni Hatzikosta writes an opinion article that discusses the significance of the
term “femicide”. In her research, she refers to a series of processes that took place in Latin
America and Europe so that the term could be enshrined in law. She then turns to Greece and

the necessity of adopting the same measures and initiatives here.
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
