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In this publication we try to Jocate in the area of North Greece, espe-
cially in the section of services, the differences between the regional areas
and the rest Northern Greece, as well as the serious problems into these re-
gional areas.

Thessaloniki, as a pole of development, represents problems in all sec-
tors which don’t allow to have a quick development in services although it
bas some regiona! advantages. The same applies for the pole of Kozani-
Ptolemaida. The rest prefectures of North Greece seem to have a better

branching organization, but with many problems because of the negative lo-
cal factors.
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The main scientific focus of this particular survey subject having to do
with the physical, technological, environmental and social risks of Thessa-
loniki’s urban complex, is located in the area of Cindinique. The philosophy
of this science imposed the gathering of all the examined dangers in a form
of a system (n which the study of their dialectical relationships would be fea-
sible. The present survey does not intend to demonstrate efficicat ways of
facing the dangers but it generously offers the necessary elements so as ac-
tion could be taken.

Data was selected after personal interviews during which a relevant
questionnaire was used. During the transitive stage of the researching pro-
cedure occuring between the collection and the statistical claboration of
data, the absolute and the relational frequencies of the seventy seven vari-
ables, coming from the questionnnaire, were defined using Classic Statisti-
cal methods, Moreover, the selected answers for each danger were examined
in the light of some other parameters, such as the remaining dangers or the
personal characteristics of the interviewees.

Finally, a method of Data Analysis, which is called Factor Analysis of
Correspondences, helped us to distinquish groups of answers according to
the different opinions which were expressed, while another one known as
Automatic Hierarchical Classification helped us to locate both the charac-
teristic elements of each group and the different ones that led to the for-
mation of different groups.
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Tourism as a Factor for promoting Regional Development

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This paper investigates the potential of tourism as an economic activity
to play an important role in regional development. This is achieved through
the study of the advantages and disadvantages of tourism devetopment at re-
gional level, considering the latest trends in the world tourism market (de-
velopment of special interest tourism, sustainable development, tourism ur-
banization. super-segmentation of tourism demand, niche tourism markets,
etc), The arguments on the advantages offered by tourism are based on the
neoclassical comparative cost theory. The development of tourism activity at
regional level needs certain prerequisites that comprise basic tourism strat-
egy and policy elements for tourism to have positive results in the regions’
gconomy.

Finally, basic conclusions are drawn, to serve as starting points for a sci-
entific discussion and evaluation of the possibilities offered by tourism to
combat underdevelopment in somc regions.

Impact of Land Use and Land Morphology on the Composition

The percentage share of animal production in the Greek primary sector’s
gross value, has been stabilized at 30% during the postwar period.

A critical analysis of theoretical approaches to sustainable development
has been addresscd by this paper with a focus on the contribution of energy
palicy analysis methods 10 the enhancement of economic thought by adop-
ting interdisciplinary analytical forms. The emerging issues brought about by
a global environmental phenomeneon, such as the greenhouse effect, are pre-
scnted. This reveals insufficiency of classic economic instruments to deal
with the specific and related problems of similar nature and demonstrates
the necessity of articulation of economic and ecological sustainabilities.

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A Strategic View of the Greek Air Transport System

P. STEFANOU
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The scope of this article ammounts primarily to a brief review of the
E.U. policies in the air transport sector and to an analysis of the effects
caused by the implementation of the new regulatory framework, aiming at a
chain of assumptions and estimations for the development of the air trans-
port sector in Greece.

The basic assumptions and considerations can be summarized by the el-
ements mentioned below:

The oncoming competition between carriers will increase the air trans-
port demand in all networks and it is also expected to increase the number
of air transport links to generate a reduction of the sceduled flight fares and
to contribute to a charter flights services quality upgrading up to the sched-
uled flight services standards.

The Maastricht treaty will produce the increase of the business travel as
a result of the persons and capital free circulation policy in the unified eu-
ropean market,

The development of tourism in Greece will be limited in respect of the
past tendencies. The priority of the direct air transport compared to the oth-
ers means of transport, is estimated to continue.

The introduction of the ncw technology for land and maritime means of
transport is expected in Greece, but our country’s geographical fragmen-
tation and the distance between our country and the westeuropean area is
lcading us to the estimation that the new technology will have minimurm ef-
fect to the air transport demand.

It is expected that the connections between the country’s regions, mainly
the remote ones, are going to cnhance contributing to the domestic
network’s growth prospects in a mid-tong term prospect, as a result of the
end of the monopolistic status of domestic air transport and the possibility
deniving from the new regulatory framework to subsidy the low demand air
services.

Based on the above considerations, a classification of the airport infras-
tructure is proposed. Also the strategic view of the whole air transport as a
system 18 considered, regarding the planning of the airports infrastructure
and the options of the operational parameters of the pational air carrier, in
order to achieve a consistent and efficient strategy.
