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The intensified dimensions of the current ¢nvironmental problems
provoke the modern trends of economic science. The extensive environ-
mental problems ask for their inclusion in the analytical framework of eco-
nomics and political economy. Currently, the concept of the ecologically
sustainable economic development initiates a new scientific debate on the
relationship between the environmental system and natural environment.
However, there is a considerable gap examines the way in which regional sci-
ence examines the environmental issues and specifically the sustainable de-
velopment, ' |

The present paper offers an endeavor towards this direction. Specifically,
the paper proposes an analytical model with two regions. They have en-
vironmental and economic relationship and interdependencies. The model is
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used as a basis for examining a plausible number of scenarios concerning as-
sumptions for the economic and environmental trends in the two regions.
Simulation experiments are performed to estimate and evaluate the effects
of these scenarios.

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Local Development and Restrictive Regulations: the case of the
Surveillence Zone in the Pomaks’s villages in Xanthi

This paper analyses the socio-economic implications of the imposition of
“zone under surveillance” status upon a twenty kilometre-wide area along
the Northern borders of Greece, almost throughout the 20th century. This
zone was delimited on the one hand with a border that was separating
Greece from other countries. On the other hand it was delimited with a
frontier that was separating the Greek people of this zone from the rest of
the country.

The paper focuses on one particular part of this zone, that in the pre-
fecture of Xanthi, which is inhabited by Pomaks. The existence of such a
state of affairs has created alot of problems within the surveillance zone (a
lack of investment, slow modernization of the economy, a tendency to be-
come an almost self sufficient -subsistence economy- in order to face its iso-
lation, and of ¢ourse a tendency to become a ghetto).

Two main arguments can be drawn. Firstly, while the surveillance zone
policy was advanced for military and to a certain extent for political reasons
-i.e. to isolate as well as to control the ethnic minorities, such as the Pomaks-
its application had major repercussions on the economic development of the
arca. In a sense it is a typical case of the inadequacy of the Greek state to
draw a consistent policy with clear cat aims and then to implement it which,
not unusually again, had the adverse effects to the ones that it was intro-
duced for. Secondly, while in the EU there is a tendency to dismantle the
external borders of its member states, in Greece there are still frontiers
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within the country. In such a context the confinement of the surveillance
zone in Greece sounds somewhat out of date.
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Regional Disparities in Greece, 1961-1991

D. GIANNIAS, P, LIARGOVAS, G. MANOLAS

This paper investigates and tests empirically convergence as well as the
evolution of inequalities across regions of Greece between 1961 and 1991.
Convergence is defined not only in terms of economic indicators, but also in
terms of social and quality of life indicators. Real convergence or divergence
between ten regions of Greece is computed by evaluating a coefficient of
variation based on economic and quality of life variables. Regional rankings,
based on the values of a composite quality of life index, are also constructed.
The results confirm that real convergence was achieved in Greece between
1961-91. It is then confirmed that Central Greece improved its relative po-
sition significantly, whereas Aigian istands and Western Greece worsened
theirre lative position

Transformation of economic processes in the context of globalization un-
der intensive use of new information technologies leads to reinforcement of
centrality of major metropolitan centers. Major corporation headquarters
and other strategic functions in the private sector tend to concentrate in
these centers. Concentration leads to the transformation of CBD thus
extending either in its immediate petiphery-vertically and horizontally-, or in
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greater distance, under use of modern mass transport. A new geography of
centers and central functions appears, with the development of a network of
places incorporating both older centers and new agglomerations of central
functions located both in the immediate and the broader metropolitan area.

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The article is focused on the issue of convergence in per capita income
in the Prefectures of Greece.

The research results confirm those
of a similar study that tested the issue of convergence on a regional level in
Greece. In both cases the forecasts of the neoclassical model were not con-
firmed. Furthermore, the paper discusses the shape of regional problem in
Greece as well as the causes of the failure of the regional pelicies that have
been implemented so far. The existence of similar trends in other EU mem-
ber states calls for a deeper understanding of the issue of convergence.
