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A Conceptual Approach of the Local Labour Markets

In this way, a critical examination of lo-
cal labour markets is attempted under neoclassical and alter-
native labour market theories (dual, segmented and discontin-
uous). From this analysis, the main problems of local labour
markets, as a theoretical concept and as an analytical
framework, are identified.

It also assists European policy makers to
formulate the best suited regional and developmental policies
in the 10 regions of Greece. '

Divergent Real Economies in Europe

In this paper, the well-known convergence programs, imple-
mented by the EU member-states, are closely evaluated. Using
descriptive statistical analysis and the changes in the real
exchange rates as analytical cornerstone, the paper focuses on
the economic performance of the member-states since the ac-
cord (Dec. 1991) and the ratification (Febr. 1992} of the Maas-
tricht Treaty, Changes in the trade balance, industrial produc-
tion, rates of unemployment, inflation and interest rates (short-
term and long-term) are used as criteria of success both in real
and nominal terms. The statistical outcomes are compared
with the ones found in similar research done by R. Gordomn,
The paper ends with the evaluation of the results and the pol-
icy lessons which can be drawn by the different exchange rate
policies followed by the member-states.
