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The field of spatial studies in Greece 1974-2000:
a refrospective view and agenda for the future

T he article attempts to offer a retrospective examination of
the major trends of spatial studies in Greece during the
pericd 1974-2000. The introduction describes the general
context of spatial thinking from the crisis and restructuring of
the 70s to the current focus on globalization and innovation
trends. Within this context the article examines the Greek
scene and identifies the major influences and the interaction
with the international scientific debate on spatial
organization, spatial planning and spatial development. Four
strands of spatial studies are discerned in terms of
theoretical orientation and content without further
evaluation: economic/developmental, sociclogical/geo-
graphical, institutional/political, and culturalfenvironmental.
On the basis of this distinction follows an attempt for the
categorization of the 81 articles published in the journal
TOPOS during the 1990s.The continuous dominance of the
economic/developmental approach and the gradual
strengthening of the cultural/environmental strand are
documented. Finally, the article sets the four axes critical
attitude, scientific standards, interdisciplinary approach and
innovative content, for the future development of scientific
praduction through the journal TGPOS.

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Regional effects of Public Infrastructure Investment
in Greece

ecent research by Christodoulakis and Segoura
Rapplying Aschauer's methodology to national time-
series data of the manufacturing sector as a whole has come
to the conclusion that the contribution of public
infrastructure capital to the growth of the manufacturing
sector in Greece is significant and comparable to the
contribution of private manufacturing capital.

Our paper examines whether this conclusion can be
extended to contribute to the explanation of the regional
differentiation of the growth of manufacturing in Greece.
Using regional data for 41 spatial units, we employed
Munnell's extension of Aschauer's framework to regional
analysis in order to test econometrically whether the regional
differentiation of manufacturing output performance in the
years 1991 and 1992 has been influenced by the regional
allocation of public infrastructure investment.

Our conclusion is that, in contrast to its important role in the
evolution of manufacturing output at the national level,
public infrastructure capital has not been a significant
determinant of the differentiation of manufacturing output at
the regional level. This differentiation is accounted for
satisfactorily by the inputs of private capital and labour.

The Geography of Elections 1985-1993.
A Principal Components Analysis

W e study the geographical distribution of the vote for the
parliamentary elections of the period 1985-1993. In
each geographical unit we assign, instead of the
percentages of the parties for the elections of the period
1985-1993, the factor scores which are extracted by a
principal components analysis on the percentages. By
means of the factor scores we describe the "electoral
position" of each geographical unit for the period 1985-1993.
Using the factor scores we are also able o order the units
according to their voting behaviour and to mark those units
that are close to the "electoral position" that represents the
national party percentages. The use of factor scores enables
us to calculate the electoral "distance” of every electoral
district from the national position and to estimate the
“internal electoral homogeneity” of it. As the “internal
homogeneity” of an electoral district we define the degree of
electoral uniformity of the smaller regional units within the
district.
