During the 19th century the introduction of the concept of function in the
thinking about the city has led to the substitution of its conceptions as a
background of social life by conceptions of the &ty as object. To the exient
that this object is studied in order to guarantee the terms of its effective
reproduction, the design practices tend to employ the principies set by the
dominant modes of industrial production. This article focuses upon urban
design practices, that is the totality of activities of the designer from the
imitial demand to the final proposal concerning urban space. The object of
the article is first to describe the attitudes, the basic principles, and the main
strategies which dominate design practices during the last 30 years and then,
to seek analogies and relations in two dircctions: a) the idcological
conception of the city: b) the organizational principles of industrial
(re)production. The central hypothesis discussed in the article is the exist-
ence of correspondences between the conception of the city the design
process and the dominant modes of industrial (re)production.
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Endogenous development, the developmental state

With the recession of the 1970’s and the crisis of Fordism, neoliberal
ideologies sypplanted —in each country in a different way- state inter-
vetionism. Deregulation, privatisation and central government expenditure
cuts including cuts in regional policies were coupled with a localism of
development strategies and an emphasis on cndogenous development. New
spatial models emerged, based on the specialisation and independence of
small enterprises. The theory of flexible specialisation that tried to provide
an explanation cannot provide a norm, as the success of the model depends
on the conditions of demand and competition.

Because of the integrative character of the new technologies and
increases in the importance of scale economies especially in research and
development, large multiregional groups continue to dominate. Central staie
action continue to play a fundamental role in infrastructure provision while
all state expenditure have a major impact on regional development.
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Theories of the Local State

Although the ylocal statey is a potentially fruitful theoretical category that
might enhance understanding of essential social processes, it has been
limited by false conceptualisations. Two early formulations of local state
theory are dealt with in this paper: on the one hand Cockburn’s as well as
Dear’s and Clark’s instrumentalist version, on the other Saunder’s and
Cawson’s dual state thesis —an essentially neo-pluralist interpretation of local
PrOCESSES.

Both accounts are wrongly preoccupied with answering one way or the
other how autonomous the local state can be vis a vis central state control.
Although they arrive at diametrically opposite conclusions, theirr common
shortcoming fies in the arbitrary though untold assumption that the local
state category can be derived from the state’s role alone. In this way essential
locally specific social processes are ignored or vanish in unfounded
generalisation. Moreover all reifications hithcrto present in state theory are
effectively transplanted to either a mere reflection of central state policies
aiming to a vaguely defined capitalist reproduction requirement or to a
functionally understood specificity and autonomy arising from the
multiplicity of consumption sectors.
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Flexible Restructuring and Spatial Agglomeration
in Small-Scale Industry: the case of plastics production
