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The New Geography in the Balkans: impact and of cross-border
cooperation between Greece, Albania and Bulgaria

This paper analyzes the economies of Albania, Bulgaria and Greece
within the framework of changing economic geography in Europe and the
Balkan Region in order to evaluate the level, the type, the intensity and the
benefits of cross-border cooperation between these countries, The analysis
is based on the comparative examination of economic, structural,
demographic and qualitative characteristics of the three countries at the
national, regional and border regions level, the examination of trade
relations and factor movements across the borders and the examination of
the implemented policies of cross-border cooperation, The analysis
indicates that after years of separation, a large regional market is shaped in
Southeastern Europe where significant opportunities for cooperation,
specialization and trade exist, To the extent that geography plays a role in
shaping preferences in economic interaction, a regional market will gradu-
ally emerge in the Balkans, driven by distance (of the countries in the
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region from the European core), size and proximity (to each other). The
main characteristic of this new market is the existence of intensive eco-
nomic relations, especially between countries with common borders, such
as Albania and Greece and Bulgaria and Greece.

Labor Market Earnings in Greece: determinant factors and empirical
evidence

This paper presents empirical evidence on the determinants of labor
market carnings and inequality in Greece, Using microdata from the 1988
sample survey, which was conducted by the National Centre of Social
Research, earnings equations are estimated based on the measurement
framework of Mincer (1974). A refined version of the dual labor market
theory, is also tested. Evidence that estimated earnings equations are
different in the two sectors suggests that there are in fact two different
markets for workers in Greece.
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The recent economic history of Halkidiki, 20th century: prospects for

Halkidiki has significant comparative advantages. That is, abundant
and diverse physical resources as well as that it is spatially adjoined to
Thesszloniki which provides significant prospects for development (spread
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effects) though at the same time it creates majer obstacles too (backwash
effects). Last but not least the fact that Halkidiki is spatially adjoined to
the area of Mount Athos constitutes a unique comparative advantage on a
world wide level in the sense that it gives the opportunity to play an
important role among Christians all around the globe.

However, the development of Halkidiki so far (based on unplanned
development of tourism that is concentrated in time and space and does
not present any care about the physical and built environment etc.) presents
a series ef major inadequacies that render the whele process most vulner-
able and moreover undermine the prospects for a long term sustainable
development.

The paper argues that there is a need for the planning of the develop-
ment process of Halkidiki in order to make a full use of its comparative
advantages as well as to built new (constructed) advantages without at the
same time undermining its long term development process.
